Who is eligible? 
 Any Eastmont High School senior who has a minimum GPA of 2.5, exhibits leadership in a 

variety of activities, and is attending a public or private college/vocational/trade school/ 
university.  Applicants must not qualify for the Washington College Grant. (WAgrant.org) 

 

 What to include with your Scholarship Application: 
 1) Applications must include two letters of recommendation from school staff. 
 2) Include a copy of your transcript. 
 3) Applications must include a narrative with these five labeled sections: 
  INTRODUCTION:  Tell us about yourself briefly. 
  LEADERSHIP:  Describe your leadership activities in high school. 
  GOALS:  Tell us about your career goals? 
  FINANCIAL NEED:  Describe your financial situation and how you plan to pay for your  
  educational costs. You may also include information about personal challenges that affect 
  your ability to pay. 
  OVERCOMING ACADEMIC CHALLENGES:  Describe any academic challenges you have 

had and how you overcame these challenges.  

 When is the Scholarship Application due?  Tuesday, March 31, 2026 by 4:00 p.m.
